We were blessed with
some “first-timers” — Grandpa Bob and Grandma Polly Philpott going with us and scholarshiping their NAU pre-med
granddaughter Jacy, so she could get some hands-on experience; my long-time friend of 48 years Jay Orr from Maricopa
went along to provide the 6 excellent devotionals we have with the team (he and the Philpotts also painted the run-down
“computer room” so as to provide an adult education center at the Fuente de Vida Clinic); Dr. Richard Neff of Flagstaff
Medical Center provided excellent care for our beloved patients; also, new nursing student Chanell MacRae from
Ashfork, Arizona shadowed with the docs (we just got news she’s now accepted at Yavapai College, YAY!)
You bet! We love to see all the newness. It just keeps getting “Better and Better!”
